Nursery





Learning to read is about listening and understanding.



Through hearing stories, children are exposed to a wide range of words. This helps them to build their own vocabulary and improve their understanding when they listen.



Even if your child doesn’t understand every word, they’ll hear new sounds, words and phrases which they can then try out, copying what they have heard.

This book is too easy



We are able to read the text above, however, we do not fully understand what it is explaining. Your child might be able to read their home reading book easily, however, can they answer in-depth questions? Do they fully understand the message? This is what is important! We need to be able to understand what we read in life.







Vocabulary

Vocabulary is key to reading comprehension. Readers cannot understand what they are reading without knowing what most of the words mean.



Children who hear more spoken language at home at proven to achieve greater in school, especially in reading.
